Hailed as “America’s Favorite Flutist,” Williams is known for performing and recording her own original arrangements of well-known and well-loved melodies such as Clair de Lune, Amazing Grace, Ave Maria, Shenandoah, Ode to Joy, and many others. Performing on her handmade 14-karat gold flute, she has appeared in venues throughout the country and on live national television programs, including QVC, the world’s largest home-shopping network, when her CDs have been featured products. 

All of Williams’ performances, as well as her four CDs (“Simplicity,” “Tinsel,” “Lovesong,” and “Joy”), feature melodies played on flute, piccolo, or alto flute with accompaniment of piano, cello, violin, guitar, string bass, French horn, percussion, and other acoustic instruments. Her entirely original arrangements are based on melodies from folk songs, hymns, operas, ballets, and classical chamber music. Fans and critics liken the overall feeling of Williams’ music to that of other well-known artists including Jim Brickman, Enya, Yanni, John Tesh, and Robin Spielberg, often being described as “soothing and uplifting at the same time.” Her thick and rich flute tone has been equated to that of world-renowned flutist James Galway. What critics and fans really love, however, is her captivating stage presence, her historical descriptions of each piece, and her profound sincerity for the music, which together equate to what’s been described as a “purity of tone and expressive musicality” and a “breath of fresh air.” 

“I’m classically trained, so I could perform (and, in fact, have performed) the really difficult concertos and sonatas,” says Williams. “But I’ve found that my audiences respond more profoundly to simple melodies and arrangements that are really easy to love. And frankly, it’s very gratifying to me to perform the music that the listeners want to hear, to feel that I’m touching their heart in some way, to be able to improve their day (or even their life) with peace and comfort found through music. That’s why I do this, after all…”
